The Knox Mortise Cylinder is compatible with most standard 11/4” to 1 5/8” mortise locks e
and select rim exit locks. The lock is used with the KLS-8701K model Knox eKey; this model _—
is compatible with all Knox eLock products. The Knox KLS-8700K eKey is not compatible
with the mortise cylinder.

The Knox elLock Mortise Cylinder uses cams having the GMS or legacy Schlage cylinder
interface. Different brands and styles of mortise and rim exit locks require specific cam \ A
shapes to operate the latch. Depending on the brand of your lock, a new cam may be
needed to correctly interface with the back of the KnoxLock cylinder.

For this installation, existing cylinder accessories can be reused in certain
instances; however; additional blocking rings may be needed to cover the Cam Interface
exposed portion of the lock cylinder.

Using a Knox 8701 eKey that has been configured with Command Code 2 and the desired lock code, program the eLock
with the lock code. Using Command Code 1 - test the lock to ensure it opens.
